15. Louis Alexandre Juicy Rosé ‘Côtes de Gascogne’ - France £12.50

A luscious dry Rosé made from Merlot grapes. Ripe summer fruits on the nose
with a soft and juicy berry palate.

16. Casal Mendes Rosé N.V. - Portugal £14.50
A beautifully made rosé wine from Portugal. Coral in colour, it is a light
refreshing wine with a petillant hint of sparkle.

17. Pinot Grigio Blush ‘Sanvigilio’ - Italy £16.00
This is a soft and fruity Pinot Grigio with delicate peachy, red fruit notes
which add to the citrus character producing a rounded, off dry palate

Sparkling Wine & Champagne
18. Willow Glen N.V. Brut - Australia £18.50

A very refreshing, easy drinking sparkling wine displaying fresh,
fruit flavours and a creamy palate with a crisp, clean finish.

19. Lunetta Prosecco Spumante NV – Italy £20.00
A stylishly packaged, deliciously light and fruity Prosecco with hints of apple
and peach on the nose and a fresh, softly sparkling palate.

20. Castillo Perelada Brut Reserva Rosado Cava - Spain £21.50
A lovely, fresh and fruity rosé, it is off-dry, with a delightful mousse. Chosen
for the Spanish Royal Wedding of Prince Felipe, it makes a delicious aperitif.

21. Champagne Moutard Grand Cuvée N.V. Brut - France £35.00
A carefully selected well balanced Champagne. Crisp, light and delightful
to drink.
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White Wine
1. Louis Alexandre Fresh Dry ‘Côtes de Gascogne’ - France £12.50

This dry white wine has a deliciously fresh and fragrant nose which is
followed by crisp fruit and lively acidity.

2. Louis Alexandre Fruity Medium ‘Côtes de Gascogne’ - France £12.50
A clean, fresh medium-dry wine with a pleasant fruity taste that should appeal
to the sweeter palate.

3. Semillon/Chardonnay ‘Willow Glen’ - Australia £13.50
A delicate blend of herbaceous Semillon and tropical Chardonnay with
subtle oak complexity balanced by a crisp, fresh finish.

4. Trebbiano d’Abruzzo ‘Ancora’ - Italy £14.50
This fresh, dry white wine, with peach characters is produced from
Trebbiano grapes, grown in the Abruzzo region of Italy.

5. Sauvignon Blanc ‘Canata’ - Chile £15.00
An elegant and zesty Chardonnay with grapefruit and hints of gooseberry
on the nose and tropical fruit flavours on the palate.

6. Pinot Grigio ‘Sanvigilio’ - Italy £16.00
This wine is made from a careful selection of Pinot Grigio grapes creating
a clean and refreshing wine with crisp, subtle flavours.

7. Sancerre ‘Henri Pelle’ - Loire £25.50
This wine displays classic mineral notes on the nose and palate with fine,
balanced acidity and good structure. Sancerre from a top grower!

Red Wine
8. Louis Alexandre Soft Red ‘VDP de Vaucluse’ - France £12.50

Bright red in colour, this wine develops the aromas and flavours of red fruits.

It is light bodied, soft and delicate.

9. Shiraz Cabernet ‘Willow Glen’ - Australia £13.50
A soft, full flavoured red wine made from a blend of Shiraz and Cabernet
grapes. A fine example of Australian red.

10. Sangiovese di Puglia ‘Ancora’ - Italy £14.50
A robust wine that is rich and generous yet smooth on the palate. Black cherry
and plum characters are beautifully balanced by soft oak.

11. Merlot ‘Andes Peaks’ - Chile £15.50
The attractive fruit flavours of the Merlot grape are balanced and made
more complex by some oak maturation. A deep, soft, but rich and fruity wine
with plum flavours and a lingering finish.

12. Vega del Rayo Rioja ‘Seleccionada’ - Spain £17.00
A delicious modern Rioja with vibrant ripe fruit and a smoky dimension
from six months in oak.

13. Côtes du Rhône Villages ‘Darriaud’ - Rhône £17.50
A full bodied and hearty red wine, tasty and robust, typical of a good
Rhône wine.

14. Bordeaux Classique Lussac St Emilion ‘Ginestet’ - France £24.00
Sweet, ripe blackberry and damson fruit on the nose and palate, this is a solid,
well-structured wine with a long, stylish finish.
